Cross-University Event

Interdisciplinary Performance
Friday 15 (from 4.30 pm) to Sunday 17 April 2011
For the past three years UAL has organised an event to advance the development of cross-university collaboration in performance, across the disciplines.  Last year’s event, held at the Studios of Rambert School of Ballet and Contemporary Dance, produced a filmed record of practical sessions that represented a fascinating and varied cross-section of approaches to performance.  
This year’s event will provide an opportunity for a small group of staff and students (about fifteen people) from a variety of performance-related disciplines to work together over a weekend to formulate a proposal for a major event or performance to be worked upon collaboratively over four terms.  The aim of the exercise is to try out the kind of practical working methodologies that would need to be used in the MA Collaborative Performance course which is currently being developed (see the attached sheet for details).  More specifically it is a dry-run for the residential selection conference which will be used to recruit each cohort of the MA course.  This event is therefore rewarding for those participating in it, and useful to the university in continuing its discussions about the form and shape of the MA course.

The weekend will be facilitated and initiated by Carolyn Choa, who has extensive experience as a practitioner and artistic director in dance, drama, film and new media – with the ‘leadership’ function largely supplied by participants themselves.  The event will progress by means of plenary and break-out sessions in small groups, and there will be access to varied resources including: movement studios, lighting equipment, video cameras and a performance space.  Members of the Performance Steering Group will be present to monitor the event.
The studios of Rambert School of Ballet and Contemporary Dance in Richmond, where the event again takes place, provide pleasant, light spaces and break-out rooms in a leafy and peaceful area of Greater London which is conducive to a retreat-like atmosphere.  The invitation to apply is extended to final-year undergraduates, postgraduate students and staff at UAL working in performance-related disciplines (broadly defined).   Applicants are invited to provide a personal statement as stipulated on the attached form.  Selection will be on the basis of:

· Appropriate Commitment and Approach (as evidenced in the Personal Statement)
· Relevant Experience

· Contribution to the Required Spread of Disciplines and Talents

· Freedom to Attend the Event on the Given Dates

Participants will receive meals during the course and overnight accommodation for the Friday and Saturday nights.
